Scope

By signing this Statement of Agreement a Local Action Group becomes a Support Partner of the ELREN (European Leader+ Renewable Energy Network) project, subject to the receipt of acknowledgment from the Lead Partner on behalf of all partners. 

This Statement extends the relevant sections of the Leader+ Trans-national Partnership Agreement signed on 1st March, 2006 in Amsterdam to a Support Partner.

The role of Support Partners

The Support Partners help the realization of the ELREN project by performing the following activities: 

· Represent their LAG(s) and/or country within the ELREN project;
· Provide the information from their region and/or country to supply the ELREN database;
· Promote and communicate the results of the ELREN project through the local and/or national Leader+ media;
· Represent their LAG and/or country at the ELREN events: conferences, trainings and field trips;
· Organize the ELREN trainings regarding renewable energy and any other convenient local action in their region and/or country;
· Provide a report about the activities carried out by themselves and a summary statement of costs incurred to the Lead partner.
The Support Partners are responsible for the correctness of the data supplied to the ELREN database.
Representation

The signing party can mandate third parties or other LAGs to represent them in dealings agreed within this Statement.

Costs

Each Support Partner is responsible for financing its costs and responsible for calculation of costs made in its role as Support Partner of the ELREN project. Those costs will be in balance with the value of services received from the ELREN project. This means that there will be no payments from Core Partners to Support Partners or vice-versa nor among Support Partners. 

When calculating their costs, the Support Partners can use the same parameters as being used by the Core Partners for the calculation of the costs of joint activities as specified in the Financial breakdown, paragraph 5, of the Trans-national Agreement. 
For this purpose they will seek approval and make suitable agreements with the LEADER+ Programme relevant authorities in their region or country and agree with the local public or private parties regarding co-financing. 

Notification

The Lead Partner shall notify the Support Partners of any modification or amendment to the original LEADER+ Trans-national Partnership Agreement.

Signature

This document is written in the English language on 8 May 2006.

Translation in the language of each respective partner, as applicable, shall be executed by the partner concerned at his own cost and responsibility, to comply with the European Commission guidelines. The English version shall, in all events, be the ruling version for all partners.

The LEADER+ Trans-national Partnership Agreement signed on 1st March 2006 in Amsterdam constitutes an integral part of this Statement.  This Agreement shall duly incorporate within a separate section called “Register of Support Partners” the name and other details of the Support Partner signing the present Statement.
